e The high cost of currently specified turf with wildflowers
leads to substitution with on-site seeding and this
has predictably poor outcomes.

THE CHALLENGE

To produce an affordable, pollinator-
friendly species rich turf that closely
matches currently specified mixes, while
avoiding the use of plastic reinforcement
or imported growing mediums.
Additionally, the turf needs to be supplied in
easy-to-handle rolls rather than awkward slabs.

e Developers are seeking an affordable, instant
greening solution for sales areas and public open
spaces, but they are moving away from using
amenity turf to achieve this.

e BNG legislation is significantly boosting
demand, requiring growers to
ensure they can meet this
